Final exam, Journal and Research Paper due

Attendance, Reading, Class Participation

Attendance at every class is important.  More than one absence could result in a lowering of the grade.  Make up work is at the discretion of the professor.


It is expected that the reading assignments will be completed for each class.  If there are questions that arise in the reading, the student is encouraged to e-mail the questions to the instructor prior to the class (preferably), or to have the questions written and given to the professor at the beginning of class.

Research Papers

The research paper is intended to challenge the student to think deeply and respond personally to the reading, and research of the topic of choice.  This topic must be approved no later than October 4h. It must include 6 sources. 

Guidelines for Paper



The papers should be double-space, 1 inch margins, 12 point font (Times Roman or similar) and include a title page, appropriate source citations and sources cited and/or bibliography page, following a recognized form (e.g APA, Turbian). .  In all the papers I am looking for: Research, Writing, Organization, Synthesizing, and Analyzing.



The body of the research paper will be not less than 10, or more than 12 pages in length.  This paper will be turned in on the final day of class, November 22, and comprise 30% of the grade.
Quizzes and Exam


There will be weekly quizzes given through out the course, and provide 20% of the course grade.  The final exam will evaluate the ability of the student to understand the genre, writers, and theology of the New Testament.  The exam will provide 35% of the course grade.
